PRINCIPALS REPORT

Building Education Revolution Update

As noted in earlier newsletters we have frantically been working to some extraordinary deadlines to access
the Commonwealth BER economic stimulus funding. We were informed on Monday that we had been
recommended by the State Government to be in the first round of the National Pride funding which will
allocate $200,000 for small school projects. We have applied to have the oval resurfacing completed,
extending the Tiger Turf onto the asphalt netball court, completing the Grade 5/6 outdoor learning spaces
(Eglinton Street) as well as the construction of new security entrances on both Lennox and Eglinton
Streets. With this grant, supported by the incredibly generous donations from our community($13500 to
date), we should be able to finish these projects by the end of Term 2.

The second and more complicated project is the funding provided under the Primary Schools for the 21st
Century grant. We are eligible, if you read the Commonwealth guidelines, for the construction of an iconic
$3M building. We have chosen to replace the portable complex on Eglinton Street with an individually
designed learning community space suitable for six classes. This will see the middle team eventually being
relocated there. This project has had incredibly tight timelines. Since the initial announcement three
weeks ago we have had to brief architects, consult with the community/staff, finalise the design (design
plus elevations), have it costed by a quantity surveyor and then complete the application documentation by
this coming Friday, 3 April. We look like we will make it!  We plan to submit our application in Round 2,
which closes in early April. If our submission is successful, we should have the building work started by
late September 2009, with a completion date of September 2010. If you would like to have a look at the
design work to date, contact me at the office and | can share it with you.
