Major School Projects

We have recently signed an agreement with the Commonwealth Government ($50000) that will
see 36 solar panels (Total 6kW) installed on the Eglinton Street building roof. This project is
also being supported by a $15000 grant from the State Government. This installation is sufficient
at times during the year to generate excess power back to the supply grid. Keep an eye out for
this exciting project to start.

The Eglinton Street Garden development is also underway. The work being undertaken is to
build a series of raised garden beds, planting of a number of shade trees, installation of 4 seating
areas, all being complimented by Tuscan topping paths. This should give access to this area for
students as well as a new entrance for rooms 10/11 and Room 7. This work should be finished in
a few weeks.

Oval Synthetic Resurfacing

School Council has confirmed that with the amazing support of the school community, this pro-
ject will be completed as planned. With a third of all families paying their School Levies in the
first week, we have also received donations in excess of $8000 towards this specific project. We
are on our way to our $20000 target. We also have a grant application in place to help with this
project. Once the final specifications of this project are completed and a successful tenderer is
appointed, work should commence in early term 2.

School Injuries and Insurance

Parents and guardians are generally responsible for paying the cost of medical
treatment for injured students, including any transport costs. Most medical
costs will be refundable by Medicare. If you are a member of an ambulance or
health insurance fund, you may also be able to claim transport or other ex-
penses from the fund.

The Department of Education and Training does not hold

accident insurance for school students.
Is other insurance cover available?
Yes.

The Department is aware of two insurers, JUA Underwriting Agency Pty Ltd
and Willis Australia Ltd, that provide accident insurance policies for stu-
dents. These policies provide specific benefits for students who are injured in
accidents for a reasonably low cost. Other insurers may also do so.




Council Meeting 16" February 2009

The first council meeting for 2009 held on Monday 16" February was well attended by all councillors. Highlights of the meeting

were.

Council elections - process is underway with nominations closure on 18/2/09.

Council challenges for 2009 — Sub committees will be asked to set some tangible targets to maintain focus on areas of improve-
ment for the school. We will be looking to increase transparency and share with the school community areas of achievement
during the course of the year. Following on from Fiona Kenna’s hard work over the last 2 years, council is looking for sug-
gestions to improve parent involvement in the Parent Group Subcommittee where some revitalisation is needed. Education
Committee is expected to be well supported this year with Jenny Crowle coordinating a number of new initiatives.

Resources Committee — Council reviewed the Resources Committee report and were directed to a few key items.

There has been good support from parent donations during this year’s enrolment and this has provided a good start to the

Library fund, the Education fund and the Oval Resurfacing fund.

Council endorsed 2 policies;

An amendment to the banking policy.

A new policy to deal with internet banking procedures.
There was additional discussion around the Rudd Governments school grant scheme as part of the economic stimulus pack-
age. Based on size criteria Moonee Ponds West is eligible for up to $3M dollars. Council is seeking ideas for determining
the best possible use of these funds. Remembering the funding must be concerning new or renewed infrastructure. It is im-
portant to formulate the best ideas as quickly as possible to begin the application process. Early action will place the school
in the best position to receive the proposed grants. Parents are encouraged to submit all ideas to Tony over the next few
weeks.
Western Region Blueprint — We viewed a 10 minute video that outlined the Western School Regions strategy to improve
numeracy and literacy. There is a concerted effort being placed to improve this regions performance over the next few years
through new leadership. An ambitious target has been set to improve student results for the Region in 2009 by 10%.
Annual Implementation Plan — This is the annual plan that supports the 4 year strategic plan. Council had the opportunity
to review the plan in detail. The plan is nearing completion and represents the culmination of data inputs from student sur-
veys, parent surveys and student testing during the course of last year as well as building on the targets set in the 4 year
plan. Some minor revisions are required and release is expected in March this year.
