Principals Report
$200,000 National Pride Funding

We have now completed the works associated with the Tiger Turf contract. What a difference it
has made to our students play space! As a student told me on yard duty on Tuesday, “This is
now the best playground in Australia!” We all agree!

The final area to be completed under this project is the seating and associated planting to the

4/5/6 Outdoor Learning Area. The outdoor furniture has been ordered and will be installed be-

fore the end of Term. The pebble concrete surface will also be completed very soon.

The next step in our Outdoor Master Plan is to complete the redevelopment of Jack’s Paddock,

Centenary Garden and the Big Adventure. We plan to complete the following by the end of the

June vacation:

Jacks Paddock Re surface over 200m? of Jack’s Paddock with Buffalo grass turf along with
the reshaping of the area behind the footy goals to make it an active play space.
This area will also be planted with a variety of native trees and covered with
softfall mulch..

Centenary Garden Regenerate of this area, including updating the students ‘Digging Patch’ to
make it a more suitable passive play space. Continue native planting to
beautify the area.

Big Adventure Completely resurface the softfall and extend the play area to the oval timber
bench. Re install the extra Monkey Bar and investigate what other play
equipment that could be installed. (A 2009 JSC Project)

This project is only possible because of the generous funds donated by families in 2009. We

requested this donation as part of our annual VVoluntary Contributions program. We have

currently over $13000 donated to complete these works. School Council will find the additional

funds if required to ensure the oval area is completely finished by the beginning of Term 3.

For children to develop social and emo-
tional skills they need

guidance that is matched to their level of
development, as well as practice. In
addition to learning about SEL at school,
parents and carers can encourage chil-
dren to use SEL skills in everyday
interactions at home.

This is an interesting snippet taken from Tackling Student Absenteeism Research Findings and Recommendations for Schools and Local
Communities Researched and Written by Glenn Bond Research & Program Development Consultant, July 2004.

It was suggested that issues of attendance may be readdressed by a focus on engagement and attachment. “Dwyer (1996) points to various
methods that may be employed by school communities to attach and connect to students, by building an environment that has some or all of
the following features:

a supportive school culture,friendly and mutually respectful teacher/student relationships, opportunities for co-operative

Learning, catering for diversity, options for practical and applied knowledge, smaller scale school structures, avenues for

student participation, collaborative work by teachers in curriculum planning and practice, flexibility in timetabling, subject choice and work
organisation,...an articulated curriculum linking co-operative learning practices to more individualised and independent modes of study.

The literature of intervention frameworks further suggests schools have a role to play from start to finish on the continuum of prevention to
postvention. In particular, it is commonly held that primary prevention (promoting wellbeing and building belonging across the whole school
population) and early intervention (identifying and responding to students deemed at risk of disengagement) are the keys to tackling attach-
ment and engagement challenges. Other advice from the literature points to necessary partnerships and links outside of the school setting
with families and community services, forming part of a ‘whole-school' framework and strategy.

Policy development

At MPW many teachers and parents work together to develop a range of school policy documents and where appropriate the
children’s voice is asked for and included. A policy is usually a written document that outlines a required process or
procedure within the school, such as, the school’' s a
approached. A policy should only be established to achieve some purpose which reflects a set of beliefs or values on the
issue concerned. For example, a homework policy might reflect the belief that homework helps children to learn self
organisation skills and responsibility. Not all issues require a policy; many routine matters can be dealt with by
developing simple procedures. For exampl esthisysanlikelytdb g ht
require a detailed policy. Good policies are essential because they demonstrate that the school is being operated in an
efficient manner, let everyone know what the approach to certain matters will be, and ensure that there will be
uniformity and consistency in decisions and in how the school operates.

If you have a look on our school website you will see a range of school policies.

Policy review is a cyclical process and at the present time we have groups working on the development of the
Student Wellbeing and Homework policies, both of which are expected to be completed in the next few weeks.

The Student Wellbeing Policy talks about MPW having a strong commitment to the wellbeing of all students and the
importance of all children being listened to, respected and treated fairly. It stresses the belief that student learning can-
not be separated from student wellbeing and the importance of providing a learning environment that develops high self
esteem, a sense of wellbeing, belonging and resilience. There are a number of broad guidelines for action that target the
areas of social and emotional learning, the importance of a positive school community, parenting support and education
and intervention for students experiencing difficulties.
