PRINCIPALS REPORT

BUILDING EDUCATION REVOLUTION

Our Federal Labour Government has recently announced a significant economic
stimulus package that includes the Building Education Revolution component (BER).
This BER program will see $14.7 Billion
up of three components. They are:

Primary Schools for the 21°' Century. $12.4 billion for all primary, K-12 and
special schools to build an iconic facility such as a library, multi-purpose hall or
classrooms.

Science and Language Centres for 21°' Century Secondary Schools. - $1.0
billion for the construction of new science laboratories or language learning
centres.

Nation Schools Pride program - $1.288 billion for all schools for funding minor
capital works and maintenance projects.

The works undertaken in this program are being fast tracked (as part of the stimulus
package) and will require completion by March 2011 at the latest. In fact the first round
of applications are due in 19 days time and have works needing completion by
December 2009.

At Moonee Ponds West this will mean applications for significant works being
undertaken to complete two different projects. They include the replacement of the
Eglinton Street portable complex with six (6) new teaching spaces and a Music /
Performing Arts Centre. School Council has last night committed to the employment of
an architect to get us to Schematic Design stage by the project application deadline
(latest April 30" 2009). Total cost for the Primary Schools for the 215 Century
component at MPWPS project is in the vicinity of $1.5 - $2.0 million. Funding will come
totally from the Commonwealth Grant.

The second project under the National Pride Program will see the Tiger Turf
extended, from the proposed area on the oval, to also cover the asphalt with a 21
century sports surface (suitable for netball/basketball). We will also be able to
complete the seating areas and pergola/amphitheatre outside the senior building.
Finally we plan to extend the Gymnasium store area to include space for the storage of
chairs tables etc. Total cost for this project is in the vicinity of $200,000. Our school
community have kindly made donations of over $15000 to support the completion of
these works. The balance of the funds will come from the Commonwealth.

Though it is a very short timeline, to enable limited consultation to occur we plan on
running an information session prior to School Council on Monday evening 17" March
at 6.30pm. This will run for about 45 minutes and will cover a briefing on the planned
projects, and also the opportunity to contribute your ideas to the design elements to be
included.

This is an amazing opportunity to further enhance the amazing facilities we
already have at MPW .
