School Council Report ðCouncil Meeting 16 th  March 2009  

This meeting was held in 2 parts 

Current reports and business relating to the outgoing school council. 
 

Tony reported and updated on the schools plans to receive additional building funding as part of 

the governments economic stimulus package.  Two packages are available $3.0M and $0.2M 

with the submission process on a very tight timeline. Prior to the council meeting there was also a 

public briefing on the latest proposals to ensure public consultation.  Council has approved some 

up front funding to allow architects to expedite the application process. There will be more infor-

mation posted about this exciting opportunity over the coming weeks. 

¶ Tony also tabled the 2008 school levels report. This report contains 30 pages of school  

performance statistics. School is in the process of analysing and summarising the data to report 

back to school council. 

¶ The school website is in the process of being upgraded. 

¶ Resources sub committee reported the school financials are in a good position, with further 

potential improvement if the additional government building funding is approved. 

¶ School will also make BPAY available as an option for ongoing fee payment. This provides 

a further convenience and cost saving. 

¶ Environment sub committee presented its final draft of the revised environmental policy, this 

was endorsed by council. Plans were tabled for the groups 2009 priorities. 

¶ Education sub committee report was tabled. There are a few policies in the process of being 

drafted and reviewed, ready for endorsement. 

o Cyber Bullying ï an appendix to the student welfare policy 

o Mobile phone policy ï new policy 

o Anaphylaxis policy ï new policy 

Homework policy is currently in early draft stage and expected to be reviewed next  

meeting. 

¶ Matters arising from the parent forum last year were discussed, a number of actions have 

been taken to address these issues. Further discussion was held to decide on the best means of 

feeding back this positive action to the community. 

¶ School newsletter via email is being reviewed for those who may wish to choose this option. 

¶ Annual implementation plan review was tabled, however was passed over to the next  

meeting due to time constraints. 

¶ At this stage the meeting was closed Tony, staff and council then sincerely thanked the 

 retiring council members for their free time and efforts over previous years.
