WHY FEELINGS ARE IMPORTANT  

Childrenôs feelings are often in-

tense. They can be quickly taken 

over by feelings of excitement, 

frustration, fear or joy.  

When feelings take over childrenôs 

behaviour, they can find it difficult to 

manage without adult support. This is 

why learning how to recognise and 

manage feelings is a very important 

part of childrenôs social and emotional 

development.  

Understanding that all sorts of feelings 

are normal, that they can be named, 

and that there are ways of handling 

them are the first things children need 

to learn about feelings. Understanding 

that feelings affect behaviour, and 

being able to recognise how this hap-

pens are important steps for learning to 

manage feelings.  

1. Notice feelings  

Before we can learn how to control 

feelings, we first have to notice them. 

You can help your children notice feel-

ings by noticing them yourself and giv-

ing them labels: happy, sad, excited, 

frustrated, angry, embarrassed, sur-

prised, etc. Giving feelings names helps 

to make them more manageable 

for children 

2. Talk about everyday feelings 
Talking with children about what itôs like when youôre angry, sad, nervous 

or excited helps them find ways to express feelings without having to act 

them out through negative behaviours. Children learn these skills best when 

they hear adults and peers using words to express feelings and when they are 

encouraged to use words like this too.  

3. Create space for talking about 

difficult feelings 

Help children to separate a feeling 

from a difficult reaction by helping 

them name it. Being able to say or 

think, ñI am feeling angryò means 

that children donôt have to act 

really angry before anyone takes 

notice. It allows them to choose 

how they will respond. The same 

idea works with other difficult 

feelings like nervousness or fear.  

How parents and carers can help children manage feelings 

 

There is a wonderful website called KidsHealth which is produced by Child and Youth Health Services. It is appropriate 

for  6-12 year olds and covers many topics children want to know more about. The language is child friendly and there are 

activities for children linked to each of the topics. The link to feelings and emotions is worth families having a look at.
