Australian Early Development Index (AEDI)

Our school is participating in a national collection of information on
young children’s development. It is called the Australian Early
Development Index (AEDI) and is being conducted by the Centre for
Community Child Health (at The Royal Children's Hospital,
Melbourne and a key research centre of the Murdoch Children’s
