Imagine you have each end of a 

piece of elastic in your hands. Pull 

your hands apart and the elastic 

stretches. Let go of one end and 

the elastic bounces back to its 

original size.  

What you  can do 
To help yourself to be more resilient  

ü Positive self ðtalk. [That means: tell that voice in your head to 

think about all the good things around you]  

ü Set realistic goals, take small steps and build on success.  

ü Make good choices.  

ü Be a positive person. Compliment others and they will  

    compliment you.  

ü Make friends and work at being a good friend.  

ü Join in ð hang out with positive people, e.g. scouts, guides,    

youth groups and environment groups, sports players.  

ü Say "I can't do this éé..yet!" then try to learn a bit more                   

each day.  

ü Exercise, play sport, learn skills, be active.  

ü Accept that you will make mistakes ð say sorry to yourself        

as well as to others -  then try to put things right and have 

another go.  

ü Get involved in pleasant things like art, music, drama.  

ü Give yourself time to think!  

ü Have a go at new things, if they are safe of course!

NATIONAL WALK SAFELY TO SCHOOL DAY 
On Friday May 15th Victorian Primary school children will don their 
walking shoes to take part in the 10th National Walk Safely to School 
Day for a number of important reasons: 
By 2025 it is estimated that ½ of all Australian children will be over-
weight or obese, increasing the risk of heart disease, high blood pres-
sure, type 2 diabetes, certain cancers, depression & anxiety. 
This prediction is not surprising when you consider data released by 
Vic Health that in Melbourne, 1/3 of all primary school aged children 
walk less than 5 minutes a day!  
These shocking statistics become ironic when you consider in  
Melbourne 72% of children are driven to school, while 62% of these 
children say given the choice, they would prefer to walk. 
Walk Safely to School Day is an annual event. It encourages parents 
& primary schools to share in the responsibility of ensuring children 
get active on a daily basis. 
If you canôt walk all the way, park the car at least a kilometre away 
from the school & avoid the school congestion while getting your daily 
exercise.
