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School wide classroom teaching of SEL allows staff and students to share a
common understanding of what SEL is all about. Importantly, the emphasis in
teaching SEL needs to be not just on learning about emotions and relation-
ships, but on learning practical skills that children can apply across a range of
situations at school, at home and in the broader community. Classroom teach-
ing needs to be offered regularly to maximise the benefits. Opportunities for
learning need to be coordinated across the school so that children can con-
tinue to develop their skills with age and experience.

Children learn SEL skills most effectively when they are also reinforced at
home. Many SEL programs include components for involving the family and
community in promoting SEL. This gives parents and carers the chance to
learn about the particular approach your school is taking and what you can

relationships and feelings of connection to others during development. Both concepts involve the promotion of

protective factors that may, in the example of school participation, work against those risk factors likely to lead to
non-attendance. This clinical model of reducing risk factors and enhancing protective factors for young people has bg
