Enrolment 
 

Our enrolment has dropped to 480 (from 487) with a number of families relocating to schools 
further afield (Sale etc).  This is probably a good thing in that if gives us some flexibility in regard 
to enrolments for 2010.   
 
I have identified 39 sibling enrolments for 2010 and have made 63 tour bookings with new 
families.  This gives us a potential prep enrolment of 102 for next year, with only room for about 
85 pupils.  The sixty five (65) tours have around thirty (30) children who live in our zone and are 
guaranteed a place. 
 
Again an interesting process!  The grapevine or bush telegraph  is really working.

Diane Lehane has been appointed as our fulltime Learning Support teacher to replace Amy 
Divitaris who is on leave at the moment. Diane comes to us with a vast level of experience in the 
area of learning support both in Australia and overseas.  She will work in this role until at least 
September.

6.1 National School Pride Program 
 
We have been successful in Round1 of the National School Pride Program.  This grant of 
$200,000 we planned to complete the following. 

a) Extend Tiger turf  $160,000 
b) Fit Seats to Eglinton Street(4) $     6,800 
c) Install new gates to  $  12,000 
d) Gazebo    $   5,000 
e) Outdoor seating for children $    5,000 
f) Security Guards over AC units $    2,100 
g) Gates to oval area  $     2000 
h) Other    $  10,000 



 
The grant identified two main projects, the Oval and the 56 Learning Area.  A combined quote 
for the 56 seats and amphitheatre seating with gazebo above came in at around $40000.  What 
do we want to tackle? 
 
The final oval quote came in at $164337 (ex GST).  There is an allowance of $4300 to cover the 
cost of relaying the areas affected by the new building works (sewer and building 
encroachment).  So this is on budget.  Work should be completed in around 4 weeks. 
 
I have to complete a Principal Class training program online (yet to be made available) to 
release the money for this project.  Prior to this we are using our school reserve funding. 
 
We have asked Resources committee members (and any other Councillors) to meet Tony on site 
to look at proposed works for the balance of the NP grant ($40000).  WE would like to bring a 
final costed proposal to Resources at its June meeting.

6.3      Primary Schools for the 21st Century   

All councillors have received copies of the documentation and plans to date, as they were 
submitted to DEECD over the April vacation. 
 
Since then we have found out we have been recommended by WMR as one of a group of schools 
for Round 2 (only 3 non template schools).  We await a visit from a DEECD employed project 
manager this week to discuss our reasons for going non template. 
 
We will be asked to sign a stat dec that tells the Commonwealth that we don’t expect to spend 
the whole $3million allocation we are eligible for.  That is the reason the QS quotes are on the 
high side to ensure we have enough options to cover any cost blowouts. 
 
We hope to be able to employ FPPV to complete the design to tender stage (not necessarily the 
go).  We would expect to know if we made the Victorian list by the end of next week, then actual 
Commonwealth funding in the three weeks after that. 
 
This should see us breaking ground by November 2009. 
 
Note we will need to fund any additional work outside the scope.  E.g. Air con units, Interactive 
White boards etc.

The 

Australian Maths Competition will be officered to those students who would like to be 

involved. 

English: Kim gave an update on the Literacy Coaching Program. She was pleased that the 

current teaching and learning of Literacy at MPW is in agreement with the model of best 

practice put forward by the WMR and their facilitator Di Snowball.    The English working 

party is completing the alignment of VELS with the Western Australian First Steps 

Developmental Continuum.
